For information, email chalsamo@!sp.or

LIHEAPR, CRISIS grants available

LIHEAP (Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program) and
CRISIS grants are now available, and income levels havegdthn
to include more PGW customers.

The minimum LIHEAP grant has been increased from $100
to $300 and is sent directly to the utility company or fuelpro
vider, and credited on your bill. CRISIS grants help to prewe
shut off or to restore gas service. The maximum amount has bee
increased from $300 to $800.

To be eligible for either, an individual is allowed an annual
income up to $23,110. A household of two can earn up to
$30,221. To receive help through LIHEAP, you can either cent
own your home, you donOt need to have an unpaid heating bill,

and you donOt need to be on public assistance. The LIHEAP
program closes on March 31, 2009; however, the length of the
program may change depending on availability of funding and
other factors.
