Changes to help reduce traffic problems

on Christian Street

The Transportation Committee of by addressing transportation related issues
QVNA was formed four years ago 2o within and around Queen Village.° We
protect and advance the quality of life promote safer streets for pedestrians, bicy-
clists, and drivers with the utmost attention to
children and the elderly.

With the tremendous increase of residential
properties in the last several years, traffic
along the Christian St. corridor has become a
problem for pedestrians and home owners
fearful for their safety and property.

At the request of concerned neighbors and
after many months of meetings attended by
QVNA Board members, its Transportation
Committee, and area residents, the Streets
Department and law enforcement officials
have initiated the following changes:

1) Changing the sign on Columbus Boule-

vard before Christian Street that seems to

direct you to turn right on Christian Street
to get to Washington Avenue. This will help
reduce the volume of traffic on Christian

Street.

2) Posting signs that say @Speed Limit 25

MPH, Children at Play® along Christian

Street from Broad Street to Columbus

Boulevard, with stepped up enforcement by
