Casino site, waterfront,
City budget shortfalls

QVNAÕs own Bob
Pierson wins award

Queen VillageÕs own Bob Pierson is one
of five winners of the 2009 Philadelphia
Sustainability Awards presented March 2
at the Philadelphia Flower Show. Pierson
was chosen from a field of 70 worthy
green businesses, associations, and
individuals for his work in founding Farm
to City, an organization that links farmers
with city dwellers who become sharehold-
ers in food production and distribution.

A former president of QVNA, Pierson
had already racked up neighborhood
achievements before his nomination. He
started Block Corner Recycling in Queen
Village in 1985 before any city recycling

praised PiersonÕs dedication and called
him, Òthe major factor in [putting]
Philadelphia among the top 10 green cities
for integration of local food resources
available to city residents.Ó

Farm to City, begun in May, 2000,
connects farmers in southeastern Pennsyl-
vania with consumers in the Philadelphia
area who seek local, fresh produce to form
partnerships called Community Supported
Agriculture (CSA).

Last season Farm to City operated 15
farmersÕ markets. In addition to a wide
variety of fruits and vegetables, many of
the markets feature meat, poultry, eggs,
and dairy products from pastured animals.

Farm to City also works with the farmer
to define the CSA, and recruit sharehold-
ers for the farms, including how many
shares can be provided and for what cost;
what crops will be included in the share;
how long the season will be; and to
develop payment systems.

Consumers buy a share in a seasonÕs
harvest, assuring the farmer a base
income, and consumers get fresh produce
delivered throughout the growing season.

On February 24 the Philadelphia Planning
Commission unveiled preliminary plans
for the upgrade of East Market Street.
Notable by its absence was anything re-
garding the FoxwoodÕs casino proposal
for the Gallery. The early planning report
looked mainly at broad design and trans-
portation issues, but my understanding is
that the Planning Commission will now
examine in depth all issues and future
updates will include real analysis and
detailed renderings.

The very next day Foxwoods an-
nounced it was looking at the nearly
empty StrawbridgeÕs Building at 8th and
Market Streets as an alternative to the
Gallery site. Little is known about this
proposal except that the property is his-
torically certified and would therefore be
subject to additional controls over signage
and access. Should FoxwoodÕs decide to
move forward with this proposal it would
require another run through City Council
as existing zoning for a casino has been
granted for 10th street only.

A representative from the Planning
Commission said it would likely be sev-
eral months before Foxwoods puts the
details of their new proposal on the table.
A power point presentation covering work
so far, unrelated to the casino, should be
available on their web site by the time you
read this.

QVNA decided several months ago to
refrain from comment on FoxwoodÕs pro-
posed move off the waterfront until details
are available and Foxwoods asks the PA
Gaming Commission for permission to
move. There has been no change in that
position but we will continue to report
what we learn to the Queen Village com-
munity as information becomes available.

WATERFRONT DEVELOPMENT
At a recent press conference, Mayor Nutter and Councilman
DiCicco announced that planning will commence for an upgrade
of Pier 11 which is located just north of the Ben Franklin Bridge.
The pier will feature an accessible public green space to be used
in conjunction with a bike trail that will traverse the sevenmiles
of the Central Waterfront. Paul Levy, Executive Director ofthe
Center City District, was also in attendance and is responsible for
the groundwork so far accomplished to make the bike trail a real-
ity. Paul attended QVNAÕs monthly meeting in February to
present his plan for the trail and also showed plans for an upgrade
to 2nd street from South Street to Pine.

The Mayor recently restructured the PennÕs Landing CorpÕs
board, renamed the Delaware River Waterfront Corp. (DRWC),as
part of his plan to finally begin to utilize our currently wasted
Waterfront assets in a cohesive and accessible manner benefiting
all city residents. Queen Village is honored that Michael
Hauptman, a local resident, architect and Co-Chair of QVNAÕs
zoning committee has been named to the new board of the
DRWC. MikeÕs inclusion will no doubt be an asset to the board
and weÕll look forward to working with him and the rest of the
DRWC board and staff in making our Waterfront truly great.

SECURITY
At a recent meeting with Everett Gillison, Deputy Mayor in
charge of public safety, we learned that Queen Village will finally
get a number of video cameras installed in an effort to enhance
security. The cameras will be placed in areas of concern and will
be tied into the 3rd District Police Station to monitor trends and
conditions and hopefully reduce response times when incidents
inevitably occur.

Also discussed was escalating parking meter rates and hair
trigger enforcement by the Parking Authority in and around the
South Street corridor. QVNA is working with South Street busi-
ness and Councilman DiCicco in advance of yet another round of
parking meter increases due in July,

QVNAÕS MARCH 19 MONTHLY MEETING
Mayor Nutter is struggling to find ways to address the rapidly
growing budget shortfall and has been going around the City so-
liciting public input. QVNAÕs March meeting will feature a dis-
cussion of taxes and possible cutbacks. Mayor Nutter was invited
but cannot attend, due to Ñ what else? Ñbudget hearings! Coun-
cilman DiCicco has been invited to help us understand what is
being proposed to offset the budget shortfall and also to listen to
our concerns.

No Open House this year;
Tips to help reduce litter
In a sign of the economic downturn, the Friends of Independence
National Historic Park has decided not to sponsor its annual
citywide Open House Tours this year. The staff is reorganizing
and plans to go to an alternate year tour format, making the next
tour in 2010. Queen Village has participated for the last 30 years,
so the news is a bit sad. So many homeowners have graciously
participated, sharing the beauty, variety, and diversity of their
homes. In addition to raising about $1,000 every year for QVNA,
the tour has been a wonderful community event. Homeowners
and house sitters alike always commented on how much they
enjoyed it. We are thinking about alternative events.

Is Your Recycling Creating Litter?
In walking the streets of Queen Village on recent Fridays, I was
struck by some recycling ÒmethodsÓ that unfortunately are adding
more litter in the neighborhood. What follows are some tricks of
the trade to neater recycling habits and to reducing recycling
litter:

1. Squash those plastic and aluminum cans! ItÕs a two-fold
benefit. You can fit many more items in a plastic bin, and those
items wonÕt sail off so easily with the slightest gust of wind.
(Tip: even a mid-section squeeze of a bottle or can reduces its
size; an even better method is the foot stamp.) DonÕt forget:#1
and #2 plastics only (most juice, soda, milk, detergent bottles)
2. DonÕt top off! Creating a pyramid of plastics, glass, and cans
above the rim is just asking for a mess on the sidewalk.
3. DonÕt overstuff! Brown grocery store bags are handy for all
paper, but there is a definite splitting point, which often occurs
on the sidewalk.
4. Put lightweight paper underneath heavier recyclables.
5. Use a plastic bin or pail of any kind, not thin plastic grocery
bags. If you donÕt have a blue recycling bucket or bin, investin
any inexpensive plastic waste paper, laundry basket, or used 5-
gallon joint compound buckets, kitty litter pails, etc.
6. Consider the weather: On windy days, be creative in finding
ways to secure paper and plastics. Putting glass bottles in a
cardboard box is not ideal on a dry day, but can be very bad
news for the recycling crew on a rainy day.

Anthony, QVÕs Computer Guy, answers your questions

ÒMy computer is very, very slow. I know itÕs because my mom has
so many pictures saved on it. If I bought a few of the zip drive
things and stored them there, would it be a bit faster? Are there
any other options?Ó

This is a common misconception. The only time having a lot of
ÒstuffÓ saved on your computer can slow it down, is if you havenÕt
run a defragment on your hard drive in a while. You can find out
how to do this in Windows XP here: http://support.microsoft.com/
kb/314848

Three main factors determine the speed of your computer: the
processor (cpu), the memory (ram) and the hard drive (storage).
There are other factors, but these three are the main components.

I like to explain the difference between storage and memory as
the difference between a book shelf and a desk. Consider yourself
the processor (cpu). Your hard drive, or Òstorage,Ó is the book-
shelf, where you place things when you are not using them. The
desk would represent the ÒramÓ or memory, where things stay
that you are currently working on.

When you want to do something, you go to the bookshelf, grab
what you need, and put it on your desk. You keep it on your desk
as long as you are using it. Once you are done with it, you put it
back on the bookshelf.

Computers work the same way. When you start a program
(Microsoft Word for example), the cpu talks to the harddrive, and
asks for the files it needs. The hard drive sends the information to
be used to the ram (your desk). While you are using it, the cpu is
talking to the ram most of the time. Once you are done, the ram
releases the information from its memory. The files remain on the
bookshelf, until needed once again.

You can have as much information stored on your computer as
you want; as long as you defragment the computer every once in
a while, it doesnÕt affect performance at all.

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Grease your bike, grab your shoes:
Delaware River Trail set to open soon
Paul Levy, President and CEO of Center City District came to the
February General meeting with exciting news for all those who
have long dreamt of a path along the Delaware RiverÑthe first
section of the Delaware River Trail is scheduled to be completed
by Memorial Day. Section 1 (approximately 2/3 mile long) will
start at the circular loop driveway at the south end of PennÕs
Landing, in front of the Moshulu and Chart House Restaurants.

A painted stripe pattern on the existing concrete sidewalk will
leave room for pedestrians. At Pier 40, the trail will veer off the
sidewalk into an asphalt parking area and will continue along the
sidewalk to a point just south of Washington Avenue.

Section 2 (1/3 mile long), to be completed by Labor Day, will
begin at that point, again with a striped pattern on the existing
sidewalk. At the Sheet Metal WorkersÕ building, the trail turns
east into the parking lot, then turns south behind the building. The
trail enters an undeveloped zone between the Comcast building
and the river on a gravel sub-base and asphalt top course. The
trail continues past the Comcast building until it intersects an
existing paved access road which marks the end of Reed Street.

Section 3 (also anticipated to be completed by Labor Day)
begins at Reed Street and follows the riverÕs edge on a new
paved pathway on the site that is currently owned by Foxwoods
and continue to the Home Depot parking lot.

Future connections are anticipated along Race Street to enable
connections to the pedestrian/bike way over the Ben Franklin
Bridge and a later connection north to Penn Treaty Park. As Levy,
noted, ÒitÕs nothing fancy,Ó but the Delaware River Trail isno
longer just a dream.

Is Your Dog a Canine Good Citizen ?
In 1989, the American Kennel Club (AKC) developed a Canine
Good Citizen (CGC) testing program to officially recognizedogs
that exhibit good manners in public
places while in the presence of
strangers and other dogs. Walking
nicely on leash, meeting strangers
without jumping on them, and
coming when called are among the
10 activities dogs are tested on. This
program is open to both purebred
and mixed-breed dogs of all ages.

A dog owner might seek a Good
Citizen award for his or her dog for
these reasons:

¥ In preparing for the test, owners
often establish a closer bond with
their dog while strangers find that
it is a pleasure to be around a dog
with good manners.
¥ Dogs that work closely with their
owners benefit from the intellec-
tual exercise and stimulation.
¥ An increasing number of insur-
ance companies and landlords
require dog owners to provide proof of Good Citizen certifica-
tion on dogs that reside or will soon reside on the premises.
¥ Many health-related institutions that currently accept therapy
dog/handler teams (e.g., nursing homes, assisted living facili-
ties, hospitals, etc.) require CGC certification at a minimum.

Canine Good Citizen training is fun and useful. The test is
not a competition and does not require that you and your dog
perform with precision. The AKCÕs test must be administeredby
an approved AKC evaluator.
