Spruce), as well as with national standards for og.

The committee consulted web sites on dog runsAtheri-
can Kennel Club's standard rules and regulationd,specifically
examined the posted rules at the dog runs listedeatWhile
some rules vary given individual situations, thenouittee found
that there was a great deal of consistency astweset of rules.
The insight and experience of the dog owning membéthe
committee helped guide it in considering the speciharacteris-
tics of the MLP run. The Department of Recreatiwhich has

jurisdiction over the park and the dog run, hasrapgd the rules.
